Also, present Mayor Houben, Mr. Robert Martin, City Administrator, Lt. Patrick Cannon,
New Castle Police Department and attached list of audience.
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Business License Fee Workshop. Mr. Davis presented council and the audience
with a copy of the proposed licensing fees. Mr. Davis then read the proposal making
changes in several areas and council discussed each section of the proposal. After a
lot of discussion council decided to set the fees according to the number of employees
employed by the company. Mr. Reese then suggested the following: 1-3 employees,
$30, 4 -8 employees, $50, 9-20 employees, $100, 21-50 employees, $200, 51 or more
employees, $300. A resolution for these fees will be placed on the February agenda.

Discussion on Parade Ordinance. Mr. Reese asked that this agenda item be tabled
to a later date.

Discussion on Election Committee pay. The pay being discussed 1s for those
members of the Election Committee that work the day of the election. The city pays
the judges, clerks and inspectors who work the entire election day a certain amount
according to their position. Council discussed this in great length. It was decided
that any member of the Election Committee that works the entire day of the election
would be paid. Each committee working the entire day will receive $100. A
resolution will be drafted and placed on the February agenda.

Budget Transfers. Mr. Davis recommended that this agenda item to be tabled until
the February meeting due to late arrival of information.

Discussion with Brosius Eliason reference West 3™ Street. Mr. Reese stated that
Brosius Eliason own about half of West 3rd Street from the Progressive Club down to
the sailing club, the city the other half. Mr. Reese suggested that the city negotiate
with Brosius Eliason to purchase their portion of the street. Mr. Reese motioned for
Mr. Martin to look into this matter and report back to council. Mr. Davis seconded
the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
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6. Other business. Mayor Houben made the announcement to council that Mr. John
Wik has resigned from the planning commission due to his new appointed position
with the state by Governor Minner. Mayor Houben recommended to council Mr.
Sonny Irick for his appointment to the planning commission. Mayor Houben also
gave council a synopsis of the prior nights planning commission meeting.

7. Executive Session to discuss Capital Improvements. Mr. Reese made a motion

that the public meeting be adjourned and council enter into executive session. Mr.
Davis seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Martin, President Blest and the mayor with Mr. Michael Parkowski, Esq., Mr. Michael
Annington, Esq. and Mr. Gerald Kavanaugh, Esq. regarding the proposed municipal
complex.

Councilman Davis made a motion to return to open session at 9:10 PM. Councilman
Marinelli seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Being no further business to discuss Councilman Reese made a motion to adjourn the
open session. Councilman Marinelli seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
