Mrs. Monigle called the meeting to order at 5:10 p.m.  Ms. Dorsey Fiske was 
welcomed as the newest member of HAC.  Roll call followed.   
 
NEW APPLICATIONS 
Presbyterian Church, 20 the Strand 
Remove pole gutters and install half round gutters. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the proviso that the litany be followed meaning half round and round 
downspouts.  Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion.   
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
S. Suskie, 119 E. 3rd Street 
Replace side aluminum storm door with wood door. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to approve the application as submitted.  
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  Approved by unanimous vote. 
 
J. Moore, 31 W. 4th Street 
Replace in kind rotten wood on approx. 6 windows. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the proviso that the litany be followed meaning wood.  Ms. Fiske seconded 
the motion.   
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.   
 
V. Wollaston, 119 & 121 E. 4th Street 
Repair/replace windows (all sides).  New wood front and storm doors and add 
shutters to front of house. 
Discussion:  Windows will be replaced in the same size.  Mr. Heckrotte suggested the 
applicant do research on the windows to determine what was on the house originally 
and how it was done.  He added the original windows would have been larger and 
will look nicer on this structure (double house).  HAC will work with the applicant to try 
and get the windows that work best for her.  The windows will be wood according to 
the litany.  The applicant is working on one side of the structure at a time and 
members of HAC are willing to look at the site and provide advice on areas she 
wants to improve.  (Discussion about items she would like to improve followed.) 
Action:  This application is continued until onsite consultation can take place.   
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State of DE, 211 Delaware Street 
Proposed new construction for handicap accessibility. 
Discussion:  Daniel Wrightson of Bernardon Haber Holloway Architects presented to 
HAC.  Also present was Lynn Riley, Director of the Division of Historical and Cultural 
Affairs. Drawings were used to illustrate the proposed ramp for handicap 
accessibility.  Mr. Wrightson fielded a number of questions and concerns posed by 
the HAC.  Items noted included the size of the handicap ramp, stairs, landing, 
location of ramp (rear of building), location of the ramp to existing handicap parking 
spaces ( 3rd St. side vs. east side of building) and visual impact.   
There is an existing handicap access in the rear of the building.  It is very 
cumbersome and a shorter path is desired. There is now a tenant (Preservation 
Delaware) occupying the second floor of the structure.  They plan on utilizing the 
Courthouse on the first floor for meetings, orientations and programs.  There will not 
be any handicap access to the second floor.  Ms. Fiske questioned how often 
Preservation Delaware would be utilizing the first floor space.  Mr. Wrightson noted 
accessibility codes need to be met.  He added the he is willing to make adjustments 
to the proposal.  They met with the representative from the Architectural Accessibility 
Review Board on the site to get input from him.  Mr. Heckrotte would like to see a 
smaller design and alternatives and takes issue with iron railings.  Mr. Wrightson said 
a treated wood structure is being proposed for the ramp which will be on a raised 
grade (gravel) to avoid excavation.  They have been asked to avoid excavation and 
to be mindful of tree roots in the area. (Extensive discussion took place.)   
Action: It was the consensus of the HAC to continue this application until more 
schemes (ramp, sidewalks, etc.) are provided by the architect.   
 
E. Cleveland, 118 Delaware Street 
Exterior renovations of existing rear addition.  Build addition of 300 sf at rear. 
Discussion:  Michael Looney, architect, presented.  HAC members reviewed plans 
and photos for the project.  Mr. Looney described the project in detail and addressed 
questions concerning the deck size, fence line, roof, length and height of addition, 
and bulk.  There are also setback requirements that must be adhered to. It was 
suggested that the applicant look at using Flemish bond bricks.  (Lengthy discussion 
about the project took place.) 
Action:  It was the consensus of the HAC to continue this application and 
consult with the architect/applicant in between meetings.  Issues to be 
addressed are reducing the length and height of the addition.   
 
M. Tomaszewicz, 14 E. 4th Street 
Replace gutter and soffit. 
Discussion:  The applicant described the work to be done and will be replacing with 
wood. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the proviso that the litany be followed meaning wood soffit, half round 
gutters and circularly round downspouts.   
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
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M. Tomaszewicz, 25 E. 4th Street 
Level flat roof and repair gutters. 
Discussion:  The applicant described the work to be done.   
Action: Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted.  
Ms. Fiske seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
M. Tomaszewicz, 25 E. 4th Street 
Wood fence between 2 townhouses. 
Discussion:  The applicant described the work to be done.  It will match the existing 
fence. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the proviso that the fence match the existing remainder of fence in the 
backyard.  Ms. Fiske seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.   
 
S. Hannell, 409 Harmony Street 
Spot pointing of brick on front and west side.  Leaking. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
noting that Ms. Monigle and Mr. Hentkowski have viewed a sample of the 
pointing.  Ms. Fiske seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
M. Scholato, 166 E. 3rd Street 
Replacing front wood steps.  New brick to match existing brick landing. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the understanding that both sets of wood stairs will be replaced and we 
will need an explanation from the owner about the kind of railing to be used.  It 
can be provided in between meetings and by photo.  Mr. Hentkowski seconded 
the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
T. Truman, 22 The Strand 
Replace leaking cedar shingles on back roof. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted.  
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
Immanuel Church, 31 E. 3rd St. & 50 Market St. 
Place address numbers on properties for identification. 
Discussion:   A diagram showing the size of the lettering/address numbers was 
shown to HAC members.  The consensus was that the size of the lettering/numbers 
is very large.   
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted 
with the proviso that the sign be reduced in size to a smaller size (11 X 22).  Ms. 
Fiske seconded the motion. 
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
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L. Deemer, 130 Delaware St. 
Install full door for access into basement. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the proposal as concept only 
and that the applicant return to HAC with drawings showing what she wants to 
do (includes railings, type of door).  Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion.    
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
T. Maddux, 117 Harmony Street 
Install clear view storm door on front door. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted. 
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion.  
Disposition:  The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
 
EMERGENCY REPAIRS 
E. Nichols, 141 E. 3rd Street 
Scrape & paint 2nd level rear tin roof.  (HAC has input on color on metal roofs.) 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted.  
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion. 
Disposition: The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
C. Marshall, 300 Delaware Street 
Brick sidewalk repair on 3rd Street side using existing bricks. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted. 
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion. 
Disposition: The motion was approved by unanimous vote. 
 
L. Dillon, 18 W. 4th Street 
Requesting to replace 1" X 3" flooring (rotten wood) on front porch, no structural 
change or change in appearance. 
Action:  Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to vote on the application as submitted. 
Mr. Hentkowski seconded the motion. 
 
Approval of Minutes – Mr. Heckrotte made a motion to approve the September 
meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded and the minutes were adopted.   
(The minutes of the July 2010 meeting need to be approved and will be sent to HAC 
members for consideration in November.) 
 
Old Business 
At the September meeting R. Dill, 112 W. Third St., revisited his request to replace 
his cedar shingle roof with ‘Enviroshake’ cedar shingles.  A motion was made and 
seconded to approve the request.  However, Mr. Heckrotte delayed his vote until 
looking at a nearby structure that used this material.  He reported that he cast his 
vote in favor of the applicant.  The final vote was three (3) in favor and one (1) 
against.
